-The	7	Core	beliefs	of	Christianity	(our	Doxa)	instruct	us	where	to	be	
just	as	much	as	they	teach	us	what	to	know.	

	
-7	core	Christian	beliefs		(directional	AND	instructional)	
	

• God	is	one		(trust)	
• The	Bible	is	true		(surrender)	
• The	Cross	is	enough	
• Mankind	is	helpless	
• Jesus	is	life	
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• Eternity	is	real	
• The	Church	is	central

The	Church	of	Jesus	is	where	the	example	of	Jesus	is	lived	by	the	people	
of	Jesus:		death	before	resurrection.	
	
-(participation…disciples	feeling	in	upper	room	when	Jesus	IS	alive!)	
	

(He	had	conquered	death…everything	He	said	had	been	true,	the	
euphoria,	the	sense	of	destiny,	victory,	anticipation,	etc…)	

	
We	want	to	live	in	the	Upper	Room	of	emotions	but	forget	we	
have	to	pass	through	a	tomb	that	begins	at	a	cross.	

	
-We	can’t	bypass	the	dying	of	self.
