-Numbers	22:4-13	
	

• A	bartering	culture	(talk	about	missions	trips)	
• They	send	a	second	delegation	(important	people	and	money)	
• God	in	a	dream	says	go	with	them	

	
	

-Numbers	22:21-35	
	

• He	is	a	Mesopotamian	priest…	
• A	“baru”	prophet,	specializes	in	animal	divination…	
	

The	irony	is	that	Balaam	is	supposed	to	discern	the	will	of	God	
through	the	pagan	practice	of	observing	the	behaviors	of	animals	
yet	here	in	the	story	the	animal	is	more	spiritually	sensitive	than	the	
prophet!	
	

• Reminds	us	the	supernatural	realm	is	real…be	warned!	
• God	is	angry	because	Balaam	thinks	he	is	now	bartering	with	

God!!!	
• God	never	negotiates	truth	or	principles	that	lead	to	compromise.
