* Theidea of a garden is instructive! (see language in Genesis 2)

* Adam and Eve were created fully grown...the emphasis is
supposed to be on growing on the inside...

* (Galatians 5:22-23 (there is a reason virtues are called fruit)
-Genesis 2 and John 3 are partner texts to one another-...
When we make a vow of devotion to Jesus, the Holy Spirit comes and
lives within us making it possible for the virtues of Christ to grow in
us! (shouldn’t our “fruit” as Christians be bigger and sweeter?)
-What is growing in the garden of your life? (most common comparisons
in Scripture are always to this natural world: children, sheep, plants, fruit...)
